private investment to expand its
activities and extend its facilities.

It comes ahead of EU regula-
tions which should lift the cur-
rent ban on carrying liquids
through airports.

The regulations will require
airports to ensure that liquid
scanning facilities are in place
at EU airports by April next
year, as a first step, before the
ban is completely lifted and re-
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uid operates, and we are in a
great position to capitalise on
these expected changes.”

Dr Basu, who was named Ernst
and Young’s Young Entrepreneur
of the Year last October, said the
funding came from a mix of cor-
porate and private investors.
